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Goto cattle are raised in a grand natural environment and mild climate. The beef is characterized by a moderate amount of
fat as well as juiciness and sweetness.

Dozaki Church

& Main Attractions

First constructed in 1880, Dozaki Church was rebuilt in 1907. It was the first church to be built in Goto after the Anti-
Christian Edicts were rescinded and the church was founded in honor of Saint Joao Soao de Goto, one of the 26 martyrs of
Japan. There are artifacts from the period of Christian persecution in Japan inside the Gothic-style brick church.

Street of the Samurai Quarter

Samurai houses line the street near the ruins of Fukue Castle. The stone walls of the moat next to the gate consist of round
stones called "kobore-ishi," and there are semicircular stones at either end in a unique design not found elsewhere. Many of
the gates are of a majestic "yakuimon" style. Next door there is the Bukeyashiki-doriFurusatokan, which has a Japanese

Former Gorin Church

This is the second oldest wooden church after Oura Church and is a precious architectural structure from the early Meiji
period when the Anti-Christian Edicts were rescinded and churches began being constructed. It is one of the "Churches and
Christian Sites in Nagasaki" and had registered as the representative of a UNESCO World Cultural Heritage site on July
2018. The space inside is of a Gothic-style design that is unimaginable based on the Japanese-style exterior of the building.
