Mr. Yoshimi Furukawa entered Honda R&D Co., Ltd. in 1977. He was
engaged in research and development of vehicle motion control and
intelligent vehicles. He was responsible for the research and
development of 4 wheel steering system, autonomous controlled
vehicle, humanoid robot and advanced driver assist systems.

He became professor of Shibaura Institute of Technology in 2002.

His main research theme are engineering for life collaboration and
creation, including advanced driver assist systems, vehicle motion
control, new concept mobility and cooking assist systems etc.
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Mr. T. Russell Shields has a more than 35-year track record of
successfully building new companies that define new industries. He is a
founder and board chair of Ygomi LLC, which develops and operates
technology-based companies.

Mr. Shields was the first President of the Automotive Multimedia
Interface Collaboration (AMI-C), which helped guide the vehicle
manufacturing industry toward common specifications and interfaces for
in-vehicle multimedia products. He served two terms as Chair of the
Communications Committee (A3A05) of the Transportation Research
Board (National Research Council), and is Convenor of ISO TC204
WG16, which develops wide-area communications standards for
intelligent transportation systems (ITS). Mr. Shields was a founding
officer and director of the Intelligent Transportation Society of America
(ITS America). He was a founder and is a director of the ITS World
Congress and was General Chair of the 1996 ITS World Congress, the
first to be held in the United States. Mr. Shields has been a member and
chair of many committees of the Society of Automotive Engineers (SAE)
and was recipient of the 1999 SAE-Delco Electronics Intelligent
Transportation Systems Award for distinguished service to the ITS
industry.

Mr. Shields holds a BA in History from Wichita State University and an
MA and MBA from the University of Chicago.
