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Japan-Korea Aviation Cooperation Conference

The Ministry of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism (MLIT) of Japan held
a three-day Japan-Korea Aviation Cooperation Conference with the Ministry of
Land, Infrastructure and Transport (MOLIT) of Korea from 15 to 17 May 2024, to
discuss a wide range of agenda items, such as air transport, aviation safety, air
navigation capacity and efficiency, environmental protection, airport policy and new

technology.

The Senior Deputy Director-General, Civil Aviation Bureau of MLIT and the
Director General for Aviation Policy (Acting Deputy Minister for Civil Aviation),
Korea Office of Civil Aviation (KOCA) of MOLIT signed Bilateral Arrangement

for the Promotion of Civil Aviation Safety to facilitate recognition and/or

acceptance of the other State’s certificates/approvals and provide cooperation and

assistance on activities within the following areas:

a) the airworthiness approval and monitoring of Civil Aeronautical Products;

b) the continuing airworthiness of in-service aircratft;

c) the approval and monitoring of design and production organisations;

d) the approval and monitoring of maintenance organisations;

e) the environmental approval and environmental testing of Civil Aeronautical
Products; and

f) the approval of persons involved in maintenance, and flight operations.

Director, Airworthiness Division, Korea Office of Civil Aviation (KOCA) of
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MOLIT signed The Record of Discussion on Establishment of Environmental

New_ Technology Working Group to establish a bilateral working group for

cooperation in the areas of new technologies for aircraft and equipment which can
contribute to net-zero carbon emissions. These technologies include electrification,
hydrogen powered aircraft, weight reduction and fuel efficiency improvement, and

other necessary areas.
