Ceremonial brass box

This brass box contained tools for the kanjo initiation rite for Buddhist priests and was
made during the Muromachi period (1336-1573). The brass lid is decorated with
Buddhist dharma wheels and cross-shaped vajra, Buddhist ceremonial implements
known in Japan as katsuma.
