A small Hachiman shrine is next to the Kannonden. Hachiman is a syncretic divinity, 

incorporating elements of both Shinto and Buddhism, and is a common guardian of 

Japanese Buddhist temples. The approach to the shrine is through a small torii gate, which 

is associated with Shinto rather than Buddhism.
