
Kayonoike Pond 

 

The lotus pond on the south side of the garden beside the Enyotei House and the 

Eisho-no-ma Room is called Kayonoike. From mid-June to August, it is filled 

with the large white flowers of ittenshikai lotus, which can reach up to 30 

centimeters in diameter. Lotus flowers open in the morning at dawn and close 

their petals soon after noon. The small Eishobashi Bridge traverses the center of 

the pond; at one side is the large Odateishi Stone. At the north end of the bridge 

is a splendid weeping cherry tree and at its south end maple trees. The 

Nishikigaoka woods that form the backdrop of the pond are filled with many 

different species of trees and plants. The water of Kayonoike Pond travels via 

underground pipes from the garden’s meandering stream and Sawanoike Pond 

and cascades into the pond over a splendid arrangement of rocks.
