Taikan (Grand View)

Midway along the Ryuokyo Valley, on the right bank of the river, is a spot on the trail called Taikan, or “Grand View.” As the name suggests, it offers a broad panorama of the gorge as it twists upriver. This is the best place to grasp the full extent of the gorge and understand how it got its name. Taikan is located in the Seiryu middle section of rock formations, consisting mostly of green tuff, the mix of volcanic rock and ash that gives the walls of the gorge their distinctive bluish green tinge.
