Hazardous Items Information
for Rall Passengers Effective April 1st, 2025
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Carrying hazardous items into stations and onto trains is prohibited under Japanese law.
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Passengers carrying hazardous items are prohibited from boarding.
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Examples of ltems you cannot carry

Flammable Liquids Poisons High pressure Gas
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Gasoline, Kerosene, Light Ol etc. Sulfuric acid, Hydrochloric acid, Propane Gas, Liquid Nitrogen, etc.

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Pesticides explosives  Improperly packaged blades
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ammunition, dynamite etc. Knives, Kitchen Knives etc.
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Items that could harm other passengers or damage vehicles are prohibited onboard.
