Shibuya’s named streets—Dogenzaka, Koen-dori, Center-gai,
Bunkamura-dori, and more—follow the area’s valley topography that
has long shaped the city’s fabric. This exhibition presents multi-era
photographs of these streets around Shibuya Station, including works
by Mr.Tadayasu Onishi, a third-generation Dogenzaka shopkeeper
featured in our previous show. Subjects include the Shibuya River
before culverting, Koibumi Yokocho (Love Letter Alley), rows of cinemas,
streetcars on Miyamasu-zaka, and ads for ¥1 PHS phones.

A street map and timeline plotted from the archives accompany the
exhibition, allowing visitors to compare past scenes with the present
through Google Street View.
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Commons Archive Collective organizes long-
buried records, highlights their value through
visual design, and shares them as public
commons.
