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Airline initiatives for passengers traveling by plane.
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The aircraft receives ventilation through outside air, which allows for the cabin's
entire air to be replaced in approximately three minutes.
In order to keep the air in the cabin clean, the cabin air is filtered and
circulated through a high-performance filter which are used in the operation rooms of hospitals.
In addition, the cabin air is constantly flowing, from the ceiling to the floor.

The air in the cabin does not stay stagnant.
Airplanes are always maintained in a hygienic and clean state.
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We wear a facial covering in the airport
such as counters.
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Equipment like check-in machines,

is disinfected and sterilized frequently.
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We wear gloves and a facial covering
when serving in the cabin.
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We disinfect place where passengers
frequently touch in the cabin
such as overhead compartment.
